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	Instructions for Completing DHEC 2226- Annual VOC Emissions (uncontrolled)



This Form contains instructions for submitting product usage to calculate uncontrolled VOC Emissions.  Please follow the numbers on the spreadsheet with the numbers here:

1.  
Permit Number:  The South Carolina Bureau of Air Quality Assigned Permit Number for the facility.

2.
Facility Name:  The name under which the particular facility or plant does business.

3.
Condition Number:  The Condition Number that requires VOC Emission reports as per the specified Permit Number.

4.
Unit ID:  The ID number of the unit that the condition number is referencing.

5.
Equipment ID:  The ID Name of the equipment that the condition number is referencing.

6.
Usage (lbs) Product Name 1 through Product 6:  The name of Product 1. The CAS number may also be used here to identify the product.

7.
VOC Emission (tons) Product 1 through Product 6: This column should calculate itself.  This number represents Uncontrolled VOC Emissions. The formula used for calculating the VOC emissions (lbs) is as follows. The following formula for calculating VOC is already entered into the spreadsheet.

             VOC tons/month = Amount Used (gallons) X Density of Material (pounds/gallon) X Percentage of VOC

Total Tons VOC:  This column will populate itself based on the information that the facility enters in Columns 7, 9, 11, 13, 15, and 17.  It represents the total uncontrolled tons of VOC emitted from Products 1-6 for the month specified.

19.
Tons 12-M Rolling:  This column will populate itself based on the information calculated for Column 18.  At the end of the facility’s reporting period, this bottom line number is reviewed to determine if their have been any limit exceedances during the reporting period.


This spreadsheet may be used to report annually, semiannually, quarterly, or monthly VOC emissions on a 12-month rolling sum 
basis.   Permit required reporting frequencies and the number of months of emissions data needed to calculate 12-month rolling sums 
is listed below:



Annually
23 months



Semiannually 17 months



Quarterly 14 months



Monthly 12 months


This spreadsheet was designed to report annual emissions where 23 months of calculated data is needed.  Keep in mind that the 
last month in the reporting period should always be the last month at the bottom of the spreadsheet.

% By Weight of VOC:  These cells must be filled in for products 1 – 3.  This information can be obtained from MSDS sheets. The facility will have to enter the percent by weight of VOC for each separate product that emits a VOC.  

21.
% By Weight of VOC:  These cells must be filled in for products 4 – 6.  This information can be obtained from MSDS sheets.  The facility will have to enter the percent by weight of VOC for each separate product that emits a VOC.
23.
Density (lbs/gallon)**:  
These cells must be filled in for products 1 - 3.  This information can be obtained from MSDS sheets.  The facility will have to enter the density for each separate product that emits a VOC.

24.
Density (lbs/gallon)**:  These cells must be filled in for products 4 - 6.  This information can be obtained from MSDS sheets.  The facility will have to enter the density for each separate product that emits a VOC.
NOTE:  This reporting sheet contains enough room for six different VOC containing products.  If the facility has more than six, then simply copy the blank form and be sure to submit all relevant pages for the reporting period.  Remember, that a true rolling sum submittal includes twelve months of data for each of the months in the reporting period.  
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
