Compared to the previous week, this is a decrease of 4,493
cases (67.2%). In the current flu season, there have been
123,812 influenza cases (120,676 positive rapid antigen
detection tests; 3,136 lab-confirmed tests) reported.

ﬂ Influenza-Associated Hospitalizations
and Deaths

A total of 70 influenza-associated hospitalizations were reported
by 45 hospitals. The cumulative hospitalization rate is 81.8 per
100,000. There were 34 laboratory-confirmed influenza-
associated deaths reported; however, 26 deaths occurred in
previous weeks. The cumulative mortality rate is 4.1 per 100,000.
Compared to the previous week, the number of reported
hospitalizations decreased by 121 (63.4%) and number of
reported deaths decreased by 9 (52.9%). In the current flu
season, there have been 4,059 influenza-associated
hospitalizations and 201 influenza-associated deaths reported.

ili Influenza-Like lliness Surveillance

The percent of patient visits to sentinel providers for an
influenza-like illness (ILI) was 5.45%, which is above South
Carolina’s baseline (3.13%). Compared to the previous week, this
is a decrease of 2.59%.
